COMUNE DI BOLOGNA
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Regione Emilia-Romagna

Bologna

Bologna, with around 380.000 inhabitants in the city and 1 million in the metropolitan area, is
located in a strategic position in the heart of Italy. Its University is the oldest in the world (founded
in 1088) and is attended by over 87,000 students. Alongside its cultural tradition, Bologna is
one of the most important business cities in Northern Italy, mainly because it is a crossroads of
goods and people, thanks to its role as a mobility hub. The significant number of associations in
the city testifies to the strong, effective and active participation by citizens (1,400 associations,
of which 400 are related to social and health issues). They are directly and indirectly supported
by the Municipality and represent a major resource for social policies. The Bologna economy
is dominated by the service sector, but agriculture and industry are also widely represented (in
‘packaging valley' and several other industrial districts).

The social economy is well embedded in the Bologna metropolitan area with a large number
of private organizations established for social purposes. These include voluntary organizations,
social cooperatives, social enterprises, NGOs and foundations. In addition to the scale of the
city's social economy, it is worth underlining the vital role that these organizations play in the
delivery of services, intervention and specific projects that are all aimed at the active inclusion
of the disadvantaged. It is estimated that some 500 of the organizations above are working with
Bologna municipal services.

Emilia-Romagna Regional Government

The name Emilia-Romagna is a legacy of Ancient Rome. Emilia derives from via Amilia, the
Roman road connecting Rome to northern Italy, completed in 187 BC and named after the consul
Marcus Aemilius Lepidus. Romagna derives from Rom?nia, the name of the Eastern Roman
Empire applied to Ravenna by the Lombards when the western Empire had ceased to exist and
Ravenna was an outpost of the east (ca. 540 - 751). Before the Romans took control of Emilia
Romagna, it had been part of the Etruscan world and then that of the Gauls.

During the first thousand years of Christianity trade flourished, as did culture and religion, thanks
to the region's monasteries. Afterwards the University of Bologna - arguably the oldest university
in Europe - and its bustling towns kept trade and intellectual life alive. Its unstable political
history is exemplified in such figures as Matilda of Canossa and struggling seigniories such as the
Este of Ferrara, the Malatesta of Rimini, the Popes of Rome, the Farnese of Parma and Piacenza,
and theDuchy of Modena and Reggio. In the 16th century, most of these were seized by the Papal
States, but the territories of Parma, Piacenza, and Modena remained independent until Emilia-
Romagna became part of the Italyn kingdom between 1859 and 1861.

The region of Emilia-Romagna consists of nine provinces and covers an area of 22,446 km2 (8,666
sq mi), ranking 6th in Italy. Nearly half of the region (48%) consists of plains while 27% is hilly
and 25% mountainous.

The Regional Government (Giunta Regionale) is presided by the President of the Region
(Presidente della Regione), who is elected for a five-year term, and is composed by the President,
the Ministers (Assessori), who are currently 12, including a Vice President and one Under-
Secretary for in President's office.

Montréal 3
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Kyoto City

Kyoto, the ancient capital of Japan, is situated in a basin surrounded by mountains on three
sides. Through its long history of mare than 1,200 years, Kyoto has blended diverse cultures,
and is called the spiritual home of Japanese people. In central Kyoto, streets and alleys run
east-west and north-south, forming a grid pattern. While featuring a total of 14 UNESCO World
Heritage Sites, including Nijo Castle, Kyoto is also home to more than 2,000 shrines and temples.
Mountains and forests account for roughly three quarters of the municipal area, which extends
longitudinally. The remaining fourth of the land area comprises the urban district, centered on the
Imperial Palace. Due to its basin-specific climate, Kyoto undergoes drastic temperature changes
between day and night, and between the hottest and coldest periods of the year, so is renowned
for the beauty of its clearly defined seasons.

Montreal

In terms of statistics, Montreal is the 16th largest city in North America and the world's second-
largest French-speaking city. In human terms, it is a dynamic cultural metropolis. Founded 400
years ago on a 500 square kilometre island (nearly 10 times larger than Manhattan), today it
combines old-world charms with North American efficiency. Its values and creative energy are a
promise of success for the city's firms, investors and professionals.

Montreal has been designated a Design City by UNESCO. It is creative in every sense of the
word, in every field imaginable. Its artists, including the Cirque du Soleil, the Montreal Symphony
Orchestra, Celine Dion, Robert Lepage, La la la Human Steps, Leonard Cohen, Arcade Fire and
countless other performers and companies, enjoy international acclaim. The city also shines in
all areas where creativity and innovation are key success factors, from video games to animation
and pharmaceutical and medical research.
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A CITY THAT IS DECIDEDLY INTERNATIONAL.

With 85 consulates and trade delegations, Montreal is the largest consular city in North America
after New York. In addition, it is home to 60 international organizations, including:

IATA (International Air Transport Association),

the UNESCO Institute for Statistics,

the World Anti-Doping Agency, and

the Institute of Cultural Affairs International, which moved to Montreal from Brussels in
August 2008.

Ethnic diversity is one of the city's hallmarks, contributing to its cultural and economic vitality.
More than 500,000 of its 1.8 million residents are from ethnic communities.

Government of Québec

Located in the northeastern corner of North America, Québec is a land of contrasts, both in terms
of its geographic diversity and the variability of its climate. With a land mass of almost 1.7 million
square kilometres, Québec is the largest of Canada’s ten provinces.

The Saint Lawrence River runs through Québec and is the gateway to the continent. Québec has
a population of eight million people. Most live along the Saint Lawrence River, primarily in the
Montréal region, which accounts for almost half the population.

Most of the population is of French descent, but many Québecers are also of British or European
descent. With a high proportion of immigrants who now hail from around the world, Québec is
likewise home to ten Amerindian nations and one Inuit nation that make up 1% of its population.

A distinct and dynamic society

Québec is primarily a French-speaking society and French is the official language of Québec.
Québec’s population is also the most multilingual in Canada. Since Québec is the only
predominantly French-speaking territory on the North American continent, arts and literature
form the cornerstone of its identity. As such, they enable Québecers to assert themselves and
thrive by actively contributing to Québec's influence and reputation on the international scene.

A high-profile international identity

Québec has complete legitimacy to act abroad within its areas of jurisdiction. Therefore,
Québec promotes its interests by actively participating in resolving important current issues. To
accomplish this, it relies on a network of some thirty government offices in 16 countries.

A high performing and cutting edge economy

Québec companies everywhere innovate and stand out for the quality of their production,
particularly in aerospace, life sciences, clean technologies, and information and communication
technologies. Québec is the Canadian province with the highest level of investment in R&D (in
proportion to its GDP) and venture capital.

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The social economy : a vital sector

The sacial economy is an essential aspect of Québec’s socio-economic structure. Although it is
not a recent phenomenon, its role in the economic and social landscape is growing. This year,
Québec became part of a major international trend by adopting framework legislation on the
social economy. In this respect, the province is a pioneer in North America.

Cooperatives, mutuals and non-profit organizations (NPOs) included in the social economy
are characterized by entrepreneurial pursuits that focus on a social purpose. They do not seek
profits at any price but rather exist primarily to fulfil a social mission and consequently must be
economically profitable. They have principles and operating rules that define them in specific
ways.

Quezon

With an area of 16, 112.58 hectares, Quezon City is the largest city of Metropolitan Manila,
which is an urban agglomeration of 16 cities and 1 municipality. Otherwise known as the National
Capital Region (NCR), this region is the political, economic, social, cultural and educational center
of the Philippiness.

Quezon City is more than four times the size of Manila, nearly six times the expanse of Makati
and more than 14 times bigger than Mandaluyong. Quezon City also has the biggest population
in the metro, which the 2007 census has placed at 2,679,450 million and which, based on annual
growth rates, is estimated to have reacged 2,960,627 in 2010 or 24% of the regional population.
Quezon City is growing faster than the average for Metro Manila and the entire Philippiness, with
a population growth of 2.92% annually, while the national average is 2.04% and Metro Manila’s
is2.11%.

Quezon City is one of the fastest growing metropolitan areas in the Philippines today. In a survey
of 200 Asian cities conducted in 2007 by the AsiaBiz Strategy, an investment and trade promotion
consultancy based in Singapore, as commissioned by the London Financial Times, Quezon City
joined the ranks of Hong Kong, Singapore and Taipei, as one of the top 10 Asian Cities of the
Future. It was ranked no. 7 Hong Kong, Singapore and Taipei were the top three.

Consistently, figuring in the top 10, and practically outranking other Philippines cities except in
one category, Quezon City was assessed No. 5 in the category, “Best Economic Potential.”It was
third best in Asia, in terms of “Cost Effectiveness,”sixth best, in terms of “Human Resources,”
and tenth best, in terms of “Quality of Life.”

In a local survey also conducted in 2007 (the last local ranking of Metro cities), Quezon City
was regarded as the most competitive city in Metro Manila and the 2nd most competitive city
in the Philippiness, based on the responses of businessmen surveyed by the Asian Institute
of Management, using the same methodology as the Swiss-based International Institute for
Management Development which prepares the World Competitiveness Yearbook.
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YOKOHAMA

Seoul Metropolitan Goverment

Located to the west of the central region of the Korean Peninsula, Seoul, the capital city of the
Republic of Korea, has been the center of the country in its long history from the prehistoric era
to the present day.

Now in its 600th year of official history, Seoul is a city where Korea's traditional and modern
cultures coexist. Geographically, it is an extraordinary example of good location, as mountains,
rivers and urban spaces all combine to produce a picture-perfect city.

Ever since the “social designer” PARK Wonsoon became the Mayor of Seoul City, the focus of the
Seoul Metropolitan Government has been on building a citizen-centred administration. The social
innovation strategies of Seoul City focus on 1) opening up information to citizens and enabling
active engagement of citizens, 2) using innovative technologies to tackle social challenges, 3)
facilitating cross-sector collaboration and co-developing solutions with different stakeholders, 4)
restoring community relationships within an urban setting through urban “village” communities,
and 5) making Seoul City a “Sharing City” (not only sharing information but also under-utilised
spaces and daily objects).

Asian Venture Philanthropy Network

The Asian Venture Philanthropy Network (AVPN) is building a vibrant and high impact venture
philanthropy community across the Asia Pacific region. AVPN has more than 130 members from
over 20 countries. See the Member Directory and listing of Events at www.avpn.asia.

We promote venture philanthropy in the broader philanthropic and social investment
communities and provide specific networking and learning services to meet the needs of our
members.

AVPN is a non-profit organisation based in Singapore with membership across the Asian region.
We are supported by grant funding, sponsors and partner organisations.

We are building a cross-sector network bringing together organisations and individuals from
finance, business and the social sector. Our members include venture philanthropy organisations
as practicing members and associate members that bring different networks, expertise and
experience.

Associate Members include private equity managers, private banks, wealth managers, other
financial services organisations, professional service firms, family businesses, corporations
through their CSR activities, foundations, universities and government related entities.

We are the hub for news and events focused on venture philanthropy to develop shared leaming
and best practices. Through our Knowledge Centre we will be developing practitioner oriented
resources to help scale the practice of venture philanthropy across Asia.

Chantier

The Chantier de I'économie sociale is an independent organization whose goal is to promote and
develop the social economy as an integral part of Québec’s socio-economic infrastructure and as
an essential component of a new model of development. A non-profit corporation, Chantier brings
together a wide range of stakeholders who work in partnership and collaborate with government
to build a strong social economy in Québec.

The Chantier has a broad membership based on existing networks and territorial structures. The
Board of Directors of the Chantier is composed of 35 elected representatives from networks
of social economy enterprises (associations and cooperatives) representing various sectors
of the economy, networks of local development organisations in urban and rural areas, social
movements including labour and women organisations and representatives of the research
community and Québec’s First Nations. The Board plays a role of guidance and strategic
positioning. The Chantier de I'économie sociale has strong ties with the regions of Québec
through direct partnership agreements with 22 regional poles mainly composed of social
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economy enterprises and the regional organizations that support them. The poles’ mission is to
promote the social economy and to enable dialogue and partnership between local and regional
stakeholders of the social economy in order to coordinate actions and maximize the impact
initiatives of and for the SSE.

In October 2013, new framework legislation on the social economy was adopted by the Québec
National Assembly. The new Social Economy Law recognizes the Chantier de I'économie sociale
as one of the two principal partners of the Québec Government to continue to support and
develop the social economy in Québec.

Impacts

Since its creation, the Chantier has been instrumental in building a strong movement in favour of
the social economy through promation, mabilisation and networking. The focus of its work is to
create favorable conditions for the development of social economy enterprises in communities
across Québec. It has played a leading role in the co-construction of public policy in favour of the
social economy with the Québec government and with municipalities. In 2009, it was one of the
signing partners of the City of Montréal’s ‘Partnership for the Social Economy in Montreal'.

Its members are responsible for many of the advances in the Québec economy such as the
development of new services, access to culture, poverty reduction, the revitalization of
communities, workplace demacracy, environmental protection and improved inclusion of young
people.

The Chantier has developed several tools to create favorable conditions for the development of
the SE: In 1997, it initiated the creation of the CSMO-ESAC, the Workforce Development Council
for the Social Economy and the Community Sector. In 1997, it created the first investment fund
dedicated to social economy enterprises, RISQ (Social Investment Network of Québec) and in
2007 it created the Chantier de I'économie sociale Trust, an innovative investment fund that
offers ‘patient capital’ to collective enterprises .In 2012, it launched a new initiative to support
commercialization through a transactional platform, Commerce solidaire.

The Chantier has also been deeply involved in international exchanges and is a member of
RIPESS, an intercontinental network dedicated to the promotion of the social and solidarity
economy. After organizing a major International Forum on the Social and Solidarity Economy, in
2011, it created the International Centre for Referencing and Networking on Public Policy for the
SSE (RELIESS) and continues to participate in the promotion of the social and solidarity economy
at the international level.

(In Québec, the social economy consists of approximately 7000 enterprises; these are
cooperatives and non-profit organizations working in 20 economic sectors (arts and culture, food,
retail, the environment, collective real estate, leisure and tourism, information technology and
communications, media, manufacturing, personal services, etc.).
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Groupe SOS

Groupe SOS is a non-profit social enterprise. It comes to grips with all forms of social poverty,
from health and housing issues to unemployment, dealing with health and sacial services,
children’s rights and training, social and professional inclusion, accommodation for low-income
workers, sustainable development and fair trade. In all its activities, Groupe SOS conveys the
respect of the beneficiary as its core value.

Groupe SOS was established in 1984 and now counts 11 000 employees, over 1 000 000
beneficiaries, USD 800 million annual turnover, activities in more than 30 countries and a proven
track record on the field of social integration.

The impact? forum is an international event series and network committed to fighting against
poverty and exclusion by engaging business leaders, policymakers and financial institutions to
promote social enterprises worldwide.

The impact? events are organized by Le Comptoir de I'lnnovation (CDI).

HKCSS

organization over 400 Agency Members, that provide over 90% of the social welfare services for
those in need through their 3,000 service units all over Hong Kong.

Marguerite MENDELL

Director, Karl Polanyi Institute of Political Economy, Concordia University, Montreal, Canada

Marguerite Mendell is an economist and Professor, School of Community and Public Affairs, Concordia University. She is also
Director, Karl Polanyi Institute of Political Economy, Concordia University. She has published widely on the social economy in
Québec, local development, social finance, economic democracy and on the work of Karl Polanyi, especially as it relates to
contemporary democratic economic development strategies. She has collaborated with social economy actors in developing public
policy proposals at the provincial and municipal level in Québec. Professor Mendell co-founded the first microfinance organization
in Canada, the Montreal Community Loan Association (ACEM) in 1990 and collaborated recently with practitioners to establish CAP
Finance in 2009, a network of solidarity finance and development capital, following several years of partnership research (ARUC
en économie sociale). Professor Mendell has written extensively on the evolution of “socially responsible finance” in Québec and
on the evolution of “social finance” internationally. She is a member of the Board of Directors, Chantier de I'économie sociale, the
Advisory Committee of the Social Economy Partnership for Community-based Sustainable Development for the City of Montreal
and the Advisory Policy Committee for the development of the social economy, Government of Québec. Professor Mendell's recent
international research includes a study on “Improving social inclusion at the local level through the social economy” (OECD-
LEED) that examines public policy enabling the social economy in South Korea, Poland, France and Slovenia. She is also a co-
founder of ReCo, a continental network of researchers, practitioners and policy makers on the social economy in Québec and in
Argentina, with participation by other Latin American countries. Margie Mendell co-directed the CURA-Social Economy partnership
research on finance and on the Montreal region and is currently co-directing the Impact investing stream of a CURA partnership
on Responsible Investment. Professor Mendell was awared the inaugural Prix Pierre-Dansereau in 2012 from the Association
francophone pour le savoir (ACFAS). Sponsored by Radio-Canada, the prize is awarded to an individual or organization that best
exemplifies a commitment to improving society.

“The Role of the Social Economy in Urban Regeneration and Its Impact on Societal Well-Being”

The social economy is embedded in ethical values of citizenship, democracy and sustainable livelihood; it is contributing to
institutional transformation by realigning relations between government, the market and civil society. Many scholars refer to the
social economy as part of a ‘plural economy’ that recognizes the complementary roles of the private and public sectors and the
social economy. But the social economy has much greater heuristic and theoretical relevance. It refers to the “social organization
of an economy” or the “substantive economy”, in contrast to a market driven economy that is dis-embedded from society. (Mendell)

Dis-embedding has greater significance today as financial markets are dis-embedded from the real economy, which is itself
increasingly dis-embedded from society. The consequences of the financial crisis of 2008 and the ongoing economic crisis are felt
in many regions throughout the world. This is the context in which creative counter-movements are emerging, as the credibility and
efficacy of the dominant paradigm is tested by its continuous failures. This is the context in which many countries and regions in
the north and in the south are recognizing the capacity of the social economy to contribute to a new model of wealth creation.
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While often associated with social services, social economy enterprises exist in all sectors including manufacturing, natural
resources, media, telecommunications, culture and the arts, to name a few. Cooperatives and non-profit enterprises are very
present in agriculture in the south and increasingly in local food production and distribution — the growing food sovereignty and
community supported agriculture movement (CSA)- in the north. Indeed, many social economy enterprises respond to needs that
are not met by the public or private sectors. But they are also responding to an increased desire to work collectively. The diversity
of the social economy confirms this growing trend, especially among young people.

Several forces are driving the growing interest in the social economy today: (1) the crisis of 2008; (2) the search for alternative
forms of economic production and service provision committed to societal well-being; (3) the democratic governance of social
economy enterprises and organizations and, finally (4) the proven viability of collective enterprises.

We have learned from the Québec experience that for the social economy to achieve its objectives of democratic socio-economic
transformation through the development of new sectors of activity producing goods and services, it requires institutional
innovation. This calls for many levels and layers of innovation, not the least of which is an enabling policy framework at all levels
of government. It also requires dialogue between all social actors, including the private sector. It requires deliberative processes,
in which actors participate in designing strategies of transformation.

In Québec, alliances between the labor movement, the cooperative movement, the environmental and women'’s movements and
the community or popular sector and, mast significantly, an institutional context for multi-stakeholder partnerships and distributed
and democratic governance, have been critical to the development of the social economy. The strength and resilience of the social
economy is grounded in the capacity of its practitioners to work inter-sectorally, collaboratively and to negotiate with different
levels of government.

The sources of economic growth and decline of cities have long been debated by geographers, economists, urban planners and
political scientists. Major cities have undergone significant transformations, particularly in recent years. They are increasingly the
sites of creativity and dynamic socio-economic development. This is as true for smaller municipalities as it is for large metropolitan
centers. Many innovative cities are capturing the imagination of municipal governments throughout the world as they collaborate
with citizens in designing new approaches to urban planning. Cities are also struggling with high levels of poverty, unemployment
and social exclusion. The social economy is and can be a key partner in designing a new framework for urban regeneration in cities
in the north and in the south that can reduce social inequalities in cities by integrating the social economy into a strategy for urban
regeneration. This breaks with a historic trend to separate strategies to increase the competitiveness of cities from strategies for
poverty alleviation and sacial inclusion. A competitive city cannot bear the high cost of social inequality.

Cities have been subject to different approaches to economic development over the last three decades, from the more traditional
“big city” development plans to the more current focus on social issues as cities are faced with greater responsibilities, often
without corresponding resources. Today, the need for integrated urban planning to address social, economic and physical
objectives is increasingly acknowledged, as is the benefit of collaboration between municipal government and all social actors.
A comprehensive approach to urban regeneration requires deliberative processes. In Québec, the social economy is inspiring
innovative collaboration with municipal governments in large, medium and small cities and towns. This collaboration is
transforming relations between municipalities and civil society and is, | believe, a template with even greater potential impact
on regional and national governments. Unlike national and regional governments, municipalities are obliged to work across
boundaries and apply integrated approaches to development. Separating economic from social objectives is not only more difficult
inan urban context, but the peril of doing so is felt immediately. Today, the city is a template for regional and national governments,
as they have to increasingly adopt a more comprehensive and integrated approach to socio-economic development. The social
economy provides important lessons in the efficacy of such an approach. It is in this context that | wish to address the role of the
social economy in urban regeneration and its impact on societal well-being.

Mayor, Seoul, Republic of Korea

Park Won Soon was born in a village in Changnyeong, South Gyeongsang Province, South Korea, on March 26, 1956. He graduated
from Kyunggi High School in 1974 and entered Seoul National University in 1975. Shortly after entering university, he was arrested
for participating in a student rally against the militant dictatorship of President Park Chung Hee and imprisoned for 4 months and
expelled from university. Later, he entered Dankook University and earned a bachelor's degree in history.

Park passed the state bar examinations in 1980, and worked as a public prosecutor in the Daegu District Court in Gyeongsang
Province from 1982 to 1983. Returning to Seoul from Daegu, he launched into private law practice. He worked as a human rights
lawyer and defended many political activists in the 1980s and 1990s.

In 1991, Park traveled with his family to London and earned a diploma in international law at the London School of Economics and
Political Science in the University of London in 1992. In 1993, he went to the US to take up a position as visiting research fellow in
the Human Rights Program of the School of Law in Harvard University.

Back in South Korea, in 1994, Park founded the People’s Solidarity for Participatory Demacracy, a non-profit, non-partisan civic
organization formed with the purpose of promoting participatory democracy and securing human rights in South Korea.

In 2000, Park founded the Beautiful Foundation, with the aim of promoting a culture of philanthropy in South Korea. And in 2002,
he founded the Beautiful Store, a second-hand store aiming to spread the culture of giving and sharing with others.

In 2006, Park founded the Hope Institute, a think-tank with the goal of applying policy alternatives based on the ideas of ordinary
citizens.

Park was elected as Mayor of Seoul, South Korea on October 26, 2011. He was elected as an independent candidate, with the
support of the Demacratic Party and the Demacratic Labor Party. He joined the Democratic United Party on February 23, 2012.

“Sustainability in Social Economy: Seoul Case Study”

Seoul has devised and is implementing a comprehensive supporting policy to build a sustainable ecosystem, rather than the
existing social enterprise development policy focusing on quantitative growth. It is promoting various policies such as enlargement
of public purchase, establishment of a systematic interim support system, local development business for creation of regional
ecosystem, discovery of innovative social enterprises solving social problems, and marketing support for excellent social
enterprises, etc.

These various sacial enterprise policies consistently aim at mutual solidarity and cooperation, and building of confidence. By doing
s0, Seoul tries to suggest alternatives and hopes for solving all sorts of our society’s issues such as jobs and local welfare.
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Virginio MEROLA
Mayor, City of Bologna, Italy

Virginio Merola, 57, was born in the province of Caserta (Campania region), but has been living in Bologna since the age of five. He
graduated in Philosophy at the University of Bologna and after his first job and subsequent commitment as a unionist in the CGIL
Trade Union, in 1989 he accepted the proposal by Walter Vitali, at the time Bologna’s Deputy Mayor for Finance, to be the regional
secretary of the Local Governments' League, the Italyn assaciation of Municipalities, Provinces and Regions.

His true political commitment in the city government started in 1995, when he was elected President of the Savena District of
Bologna for two subsequent terms.

Savena District of Bologna for two subsequent terms. In June 2004 he was elected in Bologna's City Council and soon after was
appointed Deputy Mayor for Urban Planning and Housing. From July 2009 until February 2011 he was President of the Provincial
Council and on May 16th 2011, Virginio Merola was elected Mayor of Bologna, as the candidate for the Demacratic Party, with
more than 50% of votes at the first ballot.

“Sustainability in Social Economy: Bologna and Emilia Romagna Case Studies”

The Seoul Global Forum on Social Economy gives cities and local communities the opportunity to put forward their own priorities
in the global political agenda. Innovative cities is where the future is built, where the line of the horizon is marked for a smart,
sustainable and supportive growth. Only starting from the communities can we effectively come to tackle poverty and ensure that
the Millennium Development goals are achieved. The financial crisis has spread across the continents, upsetting the real life of
people. For these reasons, the Seoul Declaration will propose a new covenant of Mayors and social economy leaders, in order to
reduce the enormous income gap that divides our societies.

Social economy, or what in Italy is defined “civic economy”, aims at reaching equality and sustainability, by spreading a sense of
trust and responsibility. We need to start from here, and create a different idea of economy and society. On this very point we need
to found a new platform of connections and external relations between our countries, to a have a strong influence on international
institutions, as well as on national parliaments.

What we need, indeed, are laws and policies in favour of social economy, as a cornerstones of our democracies.

[taly and Bologna will support this pracess. Bologna will bring its contribution, i.e. our long-time local experience, which has
progressively built up a culture considered for many years as different from the single-minded thought. A culture that has granted
us progress and social cohesion, and that today the crisis is reintroducing as innovative and necessary.

According to a regretfully mainstream thought, ethics and economy are something to be held separate and economy is said to be
driven exclusively by egoistic and self-interested reasons. Actually, instead, the search for profit and for one’s own benefit isn't but
one (certainly the most important) of the components of economic processes; there's also a different one — anyway remarkable — on
the opposite side, i.e. the social action (addressed to others, to the community). It's essential to teach the new generations how to
understand this dualism, for which businesses are organisations aiming not only at making profit, but also at improving the quality
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of life of their employees, at preserving the territory, at holding a social responsibility.

Intergenerationality is a second crucial point. We are not a whole lot of selfish people because we have children and we care about
their future. A business does not start and end with its founder, but keeps on living under the guide of the new generations. In this
sense, the cooperative enterprise is a step forward, as it's not made by company shares to be bought and sold, but by people who
increase with patience a property which remains available for future generations and for the local area. Profit is not made private,
but mostly re-invested; therefore, this kind of company is what represents an intergenerational spirit at its best.

What is to be underlined in the Emilia-Romagna and Bolognese model is that the economic development has generated resources
that have been then invested into the welfare state (now in a more up-to-date model that we call “welfare society”), that had in
turn favoured this development. In many non-European countries welfare is considered as an expenditure. Actually, it's rather an
investment. The National Government and the local administrations invest on the quality of life of their citizens - education, health,
sacial care, culture, and so on - not only to follow an ethical or palitical trend, but also because civil progress brings about further
economic growth: the new generations are more educated, social gaps are reduced, etc.

Development for Quezon City, Chairperson of Anti-Poverty Task Force, Vice-Chair of the Quezon City Disaster Risk and Reduction
Management Committee, Vice Chairperson of Quezon City Housing Board and Co-Chairperson of Quezon City Film Development
Commission. She is an advocate of women empowerment, the promation of children’s development, and social entrepreneurship.
She is also the President of the Congressional Spouses Foundation, Inc.

She founded the Quezon City Performing Arts Foundation, a pool of world-class talents performing and winning competitions
all over the world. Through this foundation, she provides young people from the poorest communities opportunities to uplift
themselves through the performing arts.

Vice-Mayor Belmonte has an M.A. in Public Administration and Development from the University of Birmingham. She is an
archeologist and museum manager by profession, and heads the conceptualization and design of the Quezon City Museum which
will soon rise at the Quezon Memorial Circle.

“How well social economy is integrated in the City and how it deals with social issues such as joh
creation, social economical inequality”

To fully appreciate how social economy is integrated into the fabric of Quezon City is to understand who we are as a people. The
kind of environment that shaped us. The historical roots from where our present development strategies are founded. The way we
intentionally plan how to collectively march into the future.

Physically located in THE most dynamic location in the planet where every day is a battle with Mother Nature, we have learned
to be resilient and adaptable, to act as one, and to do so with a song and a smile.

(a) participatory governance as the Quezon City Development Council has full sectoral representation; (b) convergence in
poverty alleviation programs, guided by a detailed Socio-Economic Development Action Plan; and (c) citizen's socio-economic
empowerment through livelihood/home-based enterprises, community-based enterprises, cooperatives, and social enterprises.
The future for Quezon City's continued development is clear as we mean to stay the course through orchestrated Executive Action
and Legislative Agenda. A clear vision and strategy that is regularly. Achieved on the one hand through participatory, accountable and
transparent governance; and on the other through collective action and hard wark by the City's citizens and leaders. Founded on a
culture of responsibility and productivity. Underpinned by the spirits of resiliency and adaptability. And, of course, all done with a smile.

“City (Urban) Innovation through Social Economy : Case of Québec"

In Québec, the cooperative economy emerged from underserved needs - access to credit and insurance, the marketing of
agricultural products, good working conditions — and the desire of a French-speaking people to perpetuate its language in
America. In the 1960s, the cooperative economy made its way into social policies, including housing, and allowed for preserving
urban neighbourhoods. More recently, the social economy, a more global concept stemming from disparate initiatives, has
compensated for the limitations of the State’s redistribution function. Following its consolidation, it includes or exists alongside the
cooperative sector and has benefitted from participation by the union movement, groups for the promotion of women, community
organizations and university networks, in a broad and inclusive development perspective. The recent adoption of a Social Economy
Act marks the State’s recognition of the social economy as an important component of Québec’s economy, on a par with the public
and private sectors. The social economy in Québec represents 8% of the GDP.
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Nancy NEAMTAN
President/Executive Director, Chantier, Québec/Canada

Mrs. Neamtan is President/Executive Director of the Chantier de I'économie sociale, a Québec-wide non-profit organisation
representing networks of social enterprises (cooperatives and non-profits), local development organisations and social movements.
The mission of the Chantier de I'économie sociale is the promotion and development of collective entrepreneurship. Ms Neamtan
was the founder (1997) and President of RISQ (Réseau d'investissement social du Québec), a 15$ million investment fund dedicated
to the non-profit and cooperative sector. Since November 2006, she is President of the Fiducie du Chantier de I'économie sociale,
a 53 million investment fund for social enterprises.

From 1999 to 2009 Ms. Neamtan was Co-Director of ARUC-ES (Community University Research Alliance on the Social Economy She
is presently co-president of a new organisation, TIESS, a centre for knowledge transfert in social innovation, the sacial economy
and territorial development. Prior to the creation of the Chantier, Ms. Neamtan was Executive Director of RESO (1989-1998), a
community economic development corporation, devoted to the economic and social renewal of southwest Montreal.

Ms Neamtan is recognised internationally as an expert on the social and solidarity economy, working in collaboration with
international organisations such as the International Labour Organisation and the OCDE's Forum on social innovation. She is a
member of the Board of Directions of RIPESS, the Intercontinental Network for the Promotion of Social and Solidarity Economy.

In 2012, Ms Neamtan was appointed Officer of the Ordre National du Québec.

“Innovative Partnerships to Revitalize Communities: Lessons from Québec”

The social economy is fundamentally a citizen-based response to the needs and aspirations of communities. Through the
integration of social, economic and environmental concerns into the very process of development and wealth creation, the social
economy works from an economic logic that priorizes community benefit over private profit. To reach its full potential, the social
economy must mobilise citizens, institutions, governments in new partnerships that are beneficial to all.

The Québec experience of the social economy grew from citizen mobilisation in urban neighbourhoods in the early 80s. In the
context of industrial decline and high unemployment, community based organisations initiated long term partnerships with the
private sector, unions, institutions and governments to revitalise urban neighbourhoods. Today the social economy has gained
recognition at a national level and has become an integral part of development tools for neighbourhoods, cities, rural communities
and regions. One of the key success factors has been the ongoing dialogue between civil society and governments and their
capacity to work together to advance the social economy agenda. This dialogue has been facilitated by the cohesion within civil
society organisations.

The Chantier de I'économie sociale, recognised as a key player and representative of the sacial economy movement, brings
together networks of social economy enterprises (cooperatives and non-profits), local development organisations, social
movements, researchers and other partners to promote and support the development of social economy enterprises. As a ‘network
of networks'’ it has become a leader in social innovation and created a wide range of partnerships that have allowed local
communities to access financial tools, technical support, research and a range of public policies to support the development of
social economy enterprises.

The Québec experience is not unique; in many countries around the world these types of partnerships have been crucial for the
recognition and expansion of the social economy. This is particularly true in the context of cities, where complex problems require
innovative solutions and new ways of working together. What are the most important lessons from Québec and other cities
and countries? How can we build on these lessons and move together to strengthen the social economy locally, nationally and
internationally?

Jess STEELE
Director, Community Organizing at Locality, UK

Jess bridges policy and practice to develop new intellectual territory, ventures and programmes to support community
organisations and neighbourhood regeneration. She initiated and led the national Community Organisers programme and is
currently Associate Director for Community Organising with Locality.

As a community activist and entrepreneur in SE London Jess founded a creative outreach charity, led the award-winning ‘Get Set
for Citizenship regeneration programme, established several local social enterprises and published extensively on local history.
She was Deputy Chief Executive at the British Urban Regeneration Assaciation, before joining the Development Trusts Assaciation
in 2007 where she established the practitioner consultancy service and the Meanwhile Project.

Jess is based in Hastings and has been the Treasurer of the Hastings Pier & White Rock Trust since 2006. After a long campaign
the trust successfully raised £14m to rescue and renovate the pier. Work starts in July 2013.

Over the past year, Jess has been developing the concept of self-renovating neighbourhoods and recently launched Jericho Road
Solutions, echoing Martin Luther King that playing the Good Samaritan is only an initial act; instead we must “transform the
whole Jericho Road so that men and women are not beaten and robbed as they make their journey on life's history”. Jericho Road
Solutions specialises in unlocking the hidden resources that can make this possible.

“Make Hope Possible Rather than Despair Convincing”: Local Communities at the Heart of the Social
Economy

In the face of terrifying threats to our survival and wellbeing, | want to focus on what we must do and what we can do.

Rising to these challenges is not a role that can be out-sourced to individual leaders, diplomats or academics — their role is to make
sure we're all thinking about it and supporting our collective endeavours.

The presentation will focus on three aspects that the social economy must address:

e People power — through organising and enterprise

e |and and buildings — where power is held in tangible form

o Welfare for a social economy

It will introduce Locality as a solidarity network of community organisations from neighbourhoods across England and draw on
work by Locality and its members in community organising, community enterprise, physical asset development and welfare reform.
Throughout the presentation it will be argued that local neighbourhoods are the key site for genuine social, economic and cultural
transformation. Locality members are ‘bi-focal’ — they know their own patch in great detail but they are also able to look up and
around and take inspiration, lessons and comfort from each other.

This solidarity approach offers a potential model for the global forum that respects local autonomy, spreads innovation, and builds
strength in numbers and diversity. It can keep us hopeful. "Pessimism and despair make us collaborators in our own fate" (Tony
Benn, Feb 2011) whereas “good ideas happen in networks. Chance favours the connected mind.” (Steven Johnson, Oct 2010)
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Rev. Kyong yong SONG
The Co-chairman of GSEF 2013 Organising Committee
President, Seoul Social Economy Network, Republic of Korea

Rev. Kyong yong Song is a natural-born helper. He has spent most of his life in helping the poor and the disadvantaged. He started
a number of shelters for the poverty-stricken people of urban area, ‘House of Sharing’, in early his career. He led many initiatives
to solve social problems such as the poverty and the unemployment, collaborating with numerous partners around the world.
Rev. Song played a key role in “National Basic Living Security Act’, which was a major leap in the social welfare system in Korea.
Several social cooperatives and self-sufficiency enterprises in Korea were established by him and his colleagues, therefore he is
considered to be one of early pioneers in the Korean social economy.

As an established thought leader and respected practitioner on social economy and social innovation, he has advised governments,
multilateral organizations, communities and enterprises throughout the world. He is now the president of Seoul Social Economy
Network, which is a ‘network of networks’ of social economy organizations in Korea. He also serves as a chairperson of Sharing
and Future. He is leading many advisory groups for government, including Social Economy Policy Planning Group for the Seoul
Metropolitan Government. Rev. Song founded Walking Church, an Anglican church in 2010.

“Building Better Governance for Social Economy in Seoul”

After Mr. Won-soon Park took Mayor's office in 2011, paradigm shift has been made for social economy policies in Seoul. One
of the most noticeable changes was that governance between the Seoul Metropolitan Government (SMG) and social economy
organizations kicked in to create policy programs. Seoul Social Economy Network, which is a ‘network of networks' of social
economy organizations in Korea, has been a key partner of the SMG in building this governance structure, resulting in an advisory
task force The Seoul Social Economy Policy Planning Group. Since its beginning in 2012, the Seoul Sacial Economy Policy Planning
Group has worked as main instrument to design effective social economy policy programs. This governance model is not just an
effort to foster social economy in seoul, but also an endeavor to realize cooperation and solidarity, the core principles of social
economy.
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m Youth-led Innovative Social Economy: Challenges and Opportunities

An Innovative Technology Business Model for Incubating the Social Start-Ups

Johnson SG JUN (Adjunct Professor, KAIST Technology Management & CEO, M Technology Business Group, Republic of Korea)

Many attempts are taken from various perspectives to overcome the low profitability and the consequent small scale of various
social enterprises that are recently promoted in Korea. An innovative technology business model for incubating the social start-ups
is suggested here as one model.

Its purpose is to incubate social start-ups with excellent business model by gathering serious concerns of youth who strive to
resolve the overall social problems and also by finding the solutions in creative ways. At the same time, it suggests a business
innovation model which makes the social start-ups evolve into a sustainable public interest entity with more unique technological
strategy through a professional technology commercialization process.

It aims to foster more professional and sustainable public interest entities by utilizing the technology commercialization process
which helps them to become genuine innovative enterprises through the process from ideas to discovery, patent, foundation and
investment attraction. The ultimate goal is not only to overcome the aggravating youth unemployment in the Korean society but
also to invigorate the ecosystem of public interest start-ups by expanding a successful social enterprise model with public interest.

Another Future is Possible: Youth and Social Entrepreneurship in Urban Environments

Jaz CHOI (Deputy Director, Urban Informatics Research Lab at Queensland University of Technology, Korea)

In this talk, | explore the intersection of young people, technologies, and social entrepreneurship in contemporary urban
environments from the urban informatics perspective.

| first look at the Korean youth and their unique sociotechnical situations that foster social entrepreneurship from the bottom up.

| then reflect on other major parallel technological and urban developments such as the Smart City initiatives in order to articulate
possibilities for sustainable social economies.

In doing so, | argue that there is a fundamental need for the people-centered approach to understanding and (co-Jcreating
social economies, and highlight the significant role that creative industries and academia can play in forming and identifying
opportunities for sustainable growth of social entrepreneurship through cooperation.

This talk is designed to open up more questions than answers; the participants are encouraged to engage in active discussions.
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Hyundai Motor Group Social Enterprise Cultivation Strategy Based on the Stage of Growth

Byung hoon LEE (Director, Hyundai Motor Group Corporate Responsibility Team, Republic of Korea

Hyundai Motor Group has discovered and incubated social entrepreneurs and established a platform to provide a practical support
for the business start-up with 'Seocho Creativity Hub' that discovers and fosters social youth entrepreneurs, and 'H-ON DREAM
Audition' that supports social enterprise incubating and business start-ups, along with CSR business linked to social enterprises
developed from this process.

1. Seocho Creative Hub: Discovering social entrepreneurs and developing human resources (30 teams per year)
Seocho Creative Hub is an innovative business incubating model in which it was designed as a collaborating business of 1-2-3
sectors including Hyundai Motor Group, Seocho-gu, and the Seeds from its planning stage and it maximized its business effect
by sharing responsibilities with the sectors. Moreover, it proposes a new model of 'local diffusion of innovation through fostering
social youth enterprises' by creating a space converging and integrating both youth training for social enterprise start-ups and
educational and cultural services for the community.

2. H-ON DREAM Audition: Support for social enterprise incubating and business start-ups (30 teams per year)

H-ON DREAM audition is a follow-up support project that assists about 320 social youth enterprises receiving the start-up support
for a year by Korea Social Enterprise Promotion Agency to safely settle down in the market. The preliminary contest is held in five
regions across the nation according to the types of businesses, and the final teams (15 incubating, 15 launching) are selected in
the national finals. The selected teams will receive a start-up assistance for a year and the teams that are successfully operated
during the period of assistance will be given a qualification for H-ON DREAM fellowship with the benefit of additional business
expense support. H-ON DREAM audition, as a collaborating model among the government (Korea Social Enterprise Promotion
Agency) - major enterprise (Hyundai Motor Group) - professional institution (the Seeds), is also a differentiated CSR business of
the enterprise as an alternative to supplement the government's supporting business for business start-ups.

3. Enterprise CSR business link: Resolving social problems through the link between social youth enterprise and
major enterprise CSR business
H-JUMP SCHOOL is a program that promotes future creative talents by reducing the educational gap of disadvantaged youth with
an educational volunteer by college students and providing a mentoring by a mentor among people of the community and human
resource developing programs to the college students. H-JUMP SCHOOL is a converged and integrated social contribution model
that promotes social value of reducing the educational gap and developing future human resources based on the collaboration of
'JUMP" a social youth enterprise from Seocho Creativity Hub, Seoul Scholarship Foundation, and Hyundai Motor Group.

TIDE Institute and Fab Lab Seoul;
Fostering Entrepreneurship and Shared Fabrication Laboratory

San KO (CEO, TIDE Institute, Republic of Korea)

At this seminar, we will review what kind of roles could be undertaken by the private sector to spread entrepreneurship, that is the
positive energy to reform society among youth. Also, the founding background and activities of TIDE Institute(the support institute
for Start-ups) and Fab Lab Seoul will be introduced. TIDE linstitute that counseled Start-ups and created present business ecology
made Fab Lab Seoul, a base for incubating Start-ups, shows a new model of the public-economy sharing means of production
beyond consuming resources.

Introduction of Session

This year's inaugural 2013 Social Economy Global Forum' is an international event to be participated by a number of experts in both
public and private sectors in major global cities that aspire to reinvent themselves through the invigoration of social economy in
their communities. The city of Seoul expects to have more than 500 participants from over 30 countries around the globe including
those from co-host cities, like Québec, Canada; Bologna, Italy; Kyoto, Japan; Victoria, Australia; Cleveland, the USA; Hong Kong,
China; Paris, France and London, the UK, and co-organizer institutions.

A world tour of the Impact Investing market: how are social enterprises financed worldwide?

Since the appearance of the word “impact investing” in 2007 , this new segment of finance has been widely covered by the media.
Let's take a step back to understand what it really represents today, what is the landscape of this market and what are the main
stakes.

After defining the market and its boundaries, we will hear a discussion between three leaders in their respective regions on the
topic of social enterprises and investments:

A view from North America, Europe and Asia.
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The Current State of Climate Change in Korea and The Task

Seung Ok PARK (Chairman, Seoul Citizen Solar Power Plant, Republic of Korea)

Considering climate change in 2013, we can judge that it is the times of climate disaster, going beyond the critical point. The
concentration of greenhouse gas including CO2 in the Korean peninsula is increasing the most quickly in the world. That's why the
climate in the peninsula is also rapidly changing into a subtropical climate which is completely different from its original climate.

Climate change and energy depletion go hand in hand. Climate change and energy depletion will soon trigger a world food war.
That's because the modern agriculture increases crop production by spraying petroleum in the farmlands. It means that petroleum
accounts for 90% of a meal. Therefore, we should prepare a new survival agriculture to live through, rather than just adjusting to
climate change. Also, innovative energy saving is indispensable prior to energy transformation.

There are two countries which have already experienced energy depletion: North Korea and Cuba. North Korea and Cuba have
enjoyed socialist affluence for at least several years based on petroleum provided by the former Soviet Union for almost free.
However, after the collapse of the former Soviet Union in 1992, the two countries' petroleum agriculture and civilization have also
collapsed. While North Korea faced a horrible crisis as hundreds of thousands of people starved to death, no one died of hunger in
Cuba because it succeeded to transform its agriculture into non-petroleum organic system. We need to examine in cold blood what
makes the difference between the two socialist countries. The autonomous and self-reliant communities and cooperatives are the
factors of difference. Cuba had autonomous and self-reliant communities and cooperatives which were dead in dictatorial North
Korean dynasty.

Large-scale megapolis is the place that was directly hit by climate change and energy depletion. In Korea, urban community

regeneration movement is spreading in many regions including Seoul. Urban communities and energy independent cooperative
movement are the most powerful social safety net that enables us to survive in the times of climate change and energy depletion.

The Current State of Climate Change in Foreign Countries and The Task

Yu Jin LEE (Researcher, Energy & Climate Policy Institute, Republic of Korea)

Mr. Yujin Lee will introduce the meaning and the spread of ‘Transition Town Totnes” movement. He will present how the social
economy works for voluntary and creative energy transition of a local ‘community’ through case stories at home and abroad.

The speaker will stress that the social economy should be invigorated in the energy sector and suggest the role of local
governments in creating green jobs improving the quality of energy service.
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The Certificate System of Ethical Fashion’s Current Status, Future Task and Prospect

Namkyung JANG (Professor, Dankook University, Republic of Korea)

Ethical Fashion refers to design, sourcing and manufacturing of the clothing that maximize benefits to people and communities
while minimizing impact on the environment. Ethics not only means doing no harm but also represents an approach to take an
active role in reducing poverty, creating sustainable livelihood, and minimizing environmental issues. As the environmental and
social problems of fast fashion with rapidly changing trend are pointed out and slow fashion has emerged as an alternative
fashion, the environment and labor issues behind the glamour of the fashion industry have come into the spotlight. For several
years, the management and activities of the ethical fashion industry have started in various forms, from conglomerates to social
enterprises and designers across the world, including South Korea. However, due to insufficiency strategies for diffusion of ethical
fashion to the public, further study and promotion must be continued. Although the present certification system of fashion-related
products are mostly limited to organic textiles or eco-friendly textile products, other certification standards are needed for the
active approach to ethical fashion in order to minimize environmental and social problems in the future. To grant a certification to
an enterprise pursuing ethical fashion, their business ethics, management structure, labor welfare and treatment, facilities and
system to protect environment and their effects on local communities should be inspected along with the environment-friendly
features of their products. An evaluation manual should also be developed.

Social Economy and Social Innovation: The Case of Québec, Canada

Changdin KIM (Professor of, Dept. of Social Science, SungKongHoe University, Republiuc of Korea)

Social innovation is a significant challenge to the existing model of socioeconomic development of a certain country or region, and
a way to test a new alternative and spread it throughout the society. Québec in Canada is renowned globally for its active social
innovation through social economy. This presentation will address the historic background and social circumstances of innovation,
specific areas where sacial economy is officially recognized and contributes to social innovation, and changes in the public policies
which the government (primarily Québec state government) has gone through during that process.

Social economy in Québec has more than 100 years of history, centering on the cooperative movement which is represented by
Desjardins movement. However, the social economy was officially recognized only in 1996 when the Summit on Economy and
Employment was held, starting from the 1960s when the ‘silent revolution” was launched. Afterwards, along with CQCM (Conseil
québécois coopération et mutualité) which has pursued economic nationalism for a long time, Chantier (new network in social
economy), a new organization which puts more importance on social change, cooperated closely with the departments in the Québec
state government to create a partnership for co-establishment of public policies. The state of Québec institutionalized the social
economy and evolved a new approach to the community development led by residents while the country adopted neo-liberalist
policies amid serious economic crisis and unemployment showing its obvious limits. The case of Québec demonstrates that social
innovation can lead to the development of society as a whole when the social economy props up the mavements for social change
and the public sector is willing to develop a cooperative relationship with a civil saciety including the social economy.

Social Innovation, Social Economy and Local Governance:
The Case of North-Eastern Metropolitan Seoul, South Korea

Gunna JUNG (Professor of Dept, Economics, Hanshin University, Republic of Korea)

Social innovation has deeply related to the new approach to solve the social problem.

Recently social economy has been considered as a social innovation to deal with the growing social risks in the contemporary
cities. Social economy does not grow for itself, especially in the environments competing with/surrounded by the profit pursuing
market economy.

At a local level, individual actors of social economy such as social enterprises, co-operatives and community businesses can only
thrive under certain socio-economic environments, namely, the eco-system of social economy. Local governance and cooperation
among adjacent/neighboring local governments are very important in this regard to establish/support the expansion of the social
economy.

This presentation introduces the case/experiment of cooperative regional development in the North eastern Metropolitan Seoul
(Kangbuk, Nowon, Dobong and Sungbuk District) based on social innovation; social economy, local governance and cooperation
among local governments. This on-going experiment has confronted many challenges and yet to be a model for the future of Seoul.
However, it is worth examining the process and results in terms of social innovation for the urban sustainable development.
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The Korean Experience
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Buying Social: Good Practices of Socially Responsible Public Procurement

Dong-soo YANG (Attarney, Dongcheon Public Interest Foundation, Republic of Korea)

In Korea, the preferential purchase policy for the sake of social enterprises is governed not by laws, but by guidelines. Therefore,
the policy applies conservatively to the process of actual contract award, and suppliers (social enterprises) point out that it is
not effective enough. As an effort to improve the effectiveness, we need to introduce the concept of socially responsible public
procurement (SRPP), which the European Union emphasizes these days, to the existing contract systems and the preferential
purchase policy. SRPP refers comprehensively to the purchase of goods and services by the government taking into account social
impacts such as employment, social integration, environment, etc., hence the government considers social factors as well as
economic factors when buying goods and services. If the Korean government wants to improve the preferential purchase policy for
social enterprises by incorporating SRPP, the possible way to do so includes partially revising existing state and local government
contract acts or newly devising a special act that enforces the government to purchase the goods and services produced by social
enterprises preferentially. Presumably, the best way to vitalize the public market for social enterprises would be the introduction
of a new system that allows preferential treatment for the socio-economic sector and the gradual improvement of the existing
contract-related acts through legislation of SRPP.

Issues of SRRP Implementation in Korea — A Perspective from State Contract Act

Dae Sik KIM (Director, Korea Institute of Procurement, Republic of Korea)

Under the state contract act, a bidder offering the lowest price in a competitive bid wins the contract. However, recently, the
government starts showing an interest in the socially responsible public procurement (SRPP) which would embed social value
into the procurement process, and has been coming up with a few policies on a trial basis. The public procurement process is
comprised of following stages: bidding — winning bid determination — contract award and implementation. There are many ways
to make this public procurement process socially responsible - putting socially responsible bidding in place, giving advantages
to social enterprises in the market or pioneering new markets through public-private strategic partnership. Previous experiences
demonstrate that the revision of the state and local government contract acts, combined with the promation of preferential
purchase of products produced by social enterprises (e.g. by designating a quota or product categories to be supplied by social
enterprises) would be effective. It is also necessary to introduce the best value bid process which evaluates social benefits that a
product can bring about to society in the process of bidding, as many developed countries have already done.

Current Status of GMO Labeling in the US and the Anti-GMO Movement

Michael HANSEN (Senior Scientist, Consumers Union, USA)

In this talk, | summarize the policy of the US Food and Drug Administration (FDA) on GMOs, which require neither premarket safety
assessments nor labeling for food products produced from GMOs. | will then talk about the movement for GMO labeling in the US
and the actions that have been taken at both the federal level and at the state level. | will discuss the October 2011 Citizens Petition
to FDA to require labeling of GMOs, which had gathered support from over 1 million people. At the level of the states, I'll briefly
discuss the pro-GMO labeling efforts, including Prop 37, the ballot initiative in California from 2012; I-522, the ballot initiative in
Washington State which is taking place this month, with final voting on November 5. | will also briefly discuss the mandatory GMO
labeling bills that have been introduced in 26 states in 2013, with a focus on Connecticut, Maine and Vermont, which have all
passed mandatory GMO labeling bills. | will talk about other actions taken by the anti-GMO movement, including the campaigns
to get stores to say they will not buy the GMQ salmon if it is approved and the lawsuits concerning inadequate environmental
assessments for GE alfalfa and GE sugarbeets.
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The Commercialization and Sustainability of Urban Agriculture within Tokyo Metropolitan

Toshio KIKUCHI (Japan Organic & Natural Foods Assaciation (JONA), Japan)

Philosophy of Urban Agriculture Restructuring Sustained rurality is the basic philosophy of urban agriculture restructuring. Rurality
represents the comprehensive nature of agricultural area, established in organic relations of an ecological base (agricultural
production, agricultural land use) and a social base (community, life organization) of its components. In this regard, ensuring that
ecological, economic and social bases are maintained and interrelated in urban environment is the key to the development of urban
agriculture.

Pattern of Urban Agriculture Restructuring There are three patterns of urban agriculture restructuring in Tokyo Metropolitan Area
all based on rurality - commercialization of space for farming, commercialization of agricultural activities such as a farm experience
program, and commercialization of urban agricultural produce.

Commerecialization of Space for Farming Protecting a mountain leads to the conservation of forests and water, keeping farmland
and agriculture there, and contributes to maintaining biodiversity on the mountain and farmland. Space for farming serves as a
place of leisure for urban residents and gives them an opportunity to visit agricultural areas. Urban agricultural produce is sold in
direct markets, enabling agriculture to be sustained. Furthermore, it allows rural and urban residents to cooperate and preserve
mountains. Thus, two social groups build a relationship and achieve commercialization of space for farming in urban areas.

Commercialization of Agricultural Activities Farmers wanted to solve labor shortage and use farmland effectively while urban
residents wanted to do farming in their spare time. Out of their common interests, allotment gardens were built. However, due
to the business nature of the relationship between a tenant who rents an allotment and an owner who rents it out, they cannot
develop a social relationship. Then, there come farm experience programs as an alternative. Farmers teach the basics of farming
to urban residents, having a social relationship with them. As a result, farm experience programs have become a prime example
of successful commercialization of agricultural activities, contributing greatly to the development of urban agriculture in Tokyo
Metropolitan Area.

Commercialization of Agricultural Produce Direct agricultural markets are playing a significant role in sales of diverse products
in small quantity and generation of reasonable profits in urban agriculture. The development of such markets is not possible only
based on urban agriculture or rural community. It requires engagement with urban residents and urban community. Farmers supply
fresh, reliable and safe-to-eat seasonal produce according to the needs of urban residents who then recognize farms and farmland
as an integral part of their community, thereby creating a new type of community where urban and rural areas cooperate with each
other resulting in sustained urban agriculture.
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The Social Economy Model in The Field of Urban Agriculture Supported by a Public Enterprise

Jong-Joo KIM (Director, Seoul Agro-Fisheries & Food Corporation, Republic of Korea)

Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) activities of a company are usually seen as an effort to promote the company or its products.
People do not think the company is sincerely committed to the cause of such activities. It is true that most CSR activities have been
only one-time event aiming at maximizing the effect of promotion without considering the underlying sentiment of society. Qur
corporation (Seoul Agro-Fisheries & Food Corporation) used to do the same.

\We went through many trials and errors and invested much time to get over CSR 1.0. Having networked and cooperated with sound
social enterprises, we paved the way from the age of management toward the age of social responsibility, that is to say, the era of
CSR2.0.

In addition, as we engaged with socio-economic organizations, we could provide the right people with the right services they
need, while commercial companies could not do so. In the meantime, socio-economic organizations could secure reliability in their
management and soundness of society.

Our corporation and socio-economic organizations (Eco11, Jini's Table, Hope Sharing Market) are cultivating and sharing crops in
vegetable garden boxes and weekend farms, which are the forms of urban agriculture, along with the low-income people, senior
citizens and the members of social welfare facilities, having a great time together.

On top of this achievement this year, we also want to build school farms. Experience in farming lettuce, chilies, and cabbage at
school will hopefully provide a good opportunity for school children to nurture their personality and creativity, and at the same
time to think more seriously about the nature. In the end, we want to lay the foundation to make our society healthier, livelier, and
happier through urban agriculture. If we work together with social enterprises (NGOs) who are making quiet efforts to make the
world a better place, we can achieve our goals.

Introduction of Session

The social economy is well embedded in Bologna and in the whole Emilia Romagna Region, with a large number of private
organizations established for social purposes. These include voluntary organizations, social cooperatives, social enterprises, NGOs
and foundations. Furthermare, Emilia Romagna can boast the highest rate of cooperation in Italy.

The session intends to give an overview of the social economy system of Bologna and the Emilia Romagna Region, focussing in
particular on the experience of the social cooperatives, and to provide some reflections on the added value brought about by social
economy.

Sustainability in Social Economy: Bologna and Emilia Romagna Case Studies

Virginio MEROLA (Mayor, Bologna, Italy)

A political overview on local social economy from the origins to the new innovative models. How public policies can foster
innovation and promote sustainable development in local communities.

The People’s Business: The Italyn Co-operative Movement from an Historical Perspective

Tito MENZANI (Adjunct Professor, University of Bologna, Italy)

The Italian co-operative movement has a long tradition that plunges its roots deep into the second half of the 19th century. Today,
it is outstanding in many economic sectors — from retail to credit, from agro-food to the building industry, from traditional services
to the social ones — with a strong and widespread presence in the Italian economy, many large firms and tight networks. The goal
of this report is to use an historical point of view to explain the success of the co-operative model, where competition in the market
coexists with a sacial aim and an ethical approach. A peculiar attention is reserved to Emilia-Romagna and its main city, Bologna,
because it is considered the cradle of the Italian co-operative movement. In particular five elements will be highlighted: the bottom
up process, the role of the umbrella organizations, the promotion of mergers, the creation of networks and the legal environment.
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Social Economy System in Emilia-Romagna Region

Teresa MARZOCCHI (Deputy Governor, Emilia-Romagna Regional Government, Italy)

Social Economy System in Emilia-Romagna Region

Social Economy is one of the most valuable “products” of the Emilia-Romagna Region. It has played and continues to play a key role

both in terms of social cohesion and leverage for local development. Social Economy organisations are also a point of excellence

of the local community: the presence and the activities of associations, social cooperatives and voluntary organisations help create

and strengthen the social and economic development of our territory.

The involvement of social economy actors is strategic because it produces benefits on a triple front:

1) reinforces and qualifies the offer by a pluralism of forms of enterprise capable of delivering public services (economic
democracy)

2) acts as aggregating demand (composed of increasingly fragmented and diverse needs) necessary to organize effective and
sustainable responses

3) helps to increase equity conditions ensuring wider and better access to services for individuals.

With the aim of studying and supporting Sacial innovation and Social Economy experiences promoted by local communities and

regional stakeholders, Emilia-Romagna Regional Government created a Social Working Group that involves regional Third Sector

stakeholders and regional officers from different departments.

With our research “Another welfare: generating experiences” we have analysed the contribution that can be provided by social

economy to the local development and how public policies can effectively support social innovation and social cohesion produced

by social economy organisations.

As a Public Administration, our aims for the future:

- deepen knowledge on Social Economy/innovation phenomena through the identification of alternatives indicators (qualitative
and quantitative)

- identify innovative financing instruments

- develop new services involving different stakeholders.

The Role of Legacoop Emilia Romagna

Giovanni MONTI (President, Legacoop Emilia Romagna, Italy)

The role of Legacoop Emilia Romagna as the main organisation representing co-operatives in the region and uniting co-operatives
and their economic subsidiaries in various sectors. Legacoop Emilia Romagna brings together 1,500 enterprises, representing more
than 2.5 million members, 156,000 employees and € 30 billion of production value. One of the missions of Legacoop is to promote
the co-operative movement
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The Path to a Sustainable Society: Social Investment

En LEE (Co-Head of LGT VP in Southeast Asia, Singapore)

LGT Venture Philanthropy is a global impact investor establis hed in 2007 applying venture philanthropy to address some of
the world’s most pressing social and environmental problems. With an international team of investment professionals in five
continents, LGT VP currently works with over 25 portfolio organizations to improve the sustainable quality of life of over 7 million
less advantaged people. LGT VP provides portfolio organizations with customized funding, management know-how and access
to relevant networks. LGT VP will introduce the innovative concept of venture philanthropy and explain it approach in creating
positive, sustainable and scalable impact.

The Path to a Sustainable Society: Social Investment

Joshua Chang Gue LIM (Secretary-general, Korea Social Investment, Republic of Korea)

With deepening social problems such as aging population, youth unemployment and income gap, far more welfare funds are
required than before in Korea. However, the entry into the phase of long-term low growth makes it difficult to raise such funds. In
addition, welfare funds of the government are used less effectively owing to bureaucracy and lack of motivation for innovation.
Many welfare foundations and corporations are making social contributions, but they are still insufficient in terms of size to make
up for government welfare funds and to motivate innovation.

If this trend continues, it would not be possible to realize sustainable society as well as welfare society. Developed countries
including the U.S. are facing similar challenges. What are the long-term solutions to these challenges? That would be the
attraction of private funds to the welfare service sector and the promotion of social finance or social investment market, which are
the two forms of the welfare service industry adopting market principles.

European countries such as U.K. and France are leading the global efforts to promote social finance. Capital is invested in and
retrieved from projects for social benefits creating a virtuous cycle for sustainable welfare investment. Social Impact Bond (SIB) in
UK. and Program-related Investments (PRI) of the Ford Foundation are good examples.

In this regard, the operation of Seoul Social Investment Fund established in late 2012 has a significant meaning. Korea Social
Investment Foundation is the first Korean social investment institution established for the purpose of laying the foundation for
expansion of social investment, and the Seoul Social Investment Fund is its first step.
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The State of Social Economy in Australia

David BROOKES (Managing Director, Social Traders, Australia)

Interest in social enterprise and impact investing is growing strongly in Australia. However the support and market infrastructure
is still emerging.

This session will provide an overview of the developing social economy in Australia; the role that Governments, intermediary
support organisations, the community sector and private businesses are playing in building a stronger marketplace for social
innovation and social enterprises to thrive.

Some insights will be shared in the session on the approaches and challenges being experienced in relation to social enterprise
development and social investment in Australia.
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Case Study — Co-op Youth Educational Programme Development
Co-operative Education Trust Scotland

Hugh DONNELLY (Director Co-operative Education Trust Scotland, UK)

Role, Present State and Key Task of Korea Social Economy Network

Bo Kyung MOON (Executive Director, Korea Social Economy Network, Republic of Korea)

As a socio-economic group network, Korea Social Economy Network (KSEN) aims to realize a sustainable society based on the
growth and invigoration of social economy. It promotes regional connection and cooperation of the organizations in cooperative
and social economy field. Its main business can be largely divided into Aempowerment A solidarity & communication Apolicy
proposal A organization support

To enhance the regional network and connection, a meeting of supervision group, hosted by community actor convention will be
held as a project for the latter half of 2013 to share the current states of each community actor convention, set the theme of 2014,
and seek measures for mutual cooperation.

Also, in response to the amendment of the Framework Act on Cooperatives, measures will be taken to block undesirable
amendment such as abolishing various restrictions. Moreover, it plans to organize a TFT for the acceleration of cooperative
exchange and fundraising within social economy bloc in order to raise solidarity fund and form a foundation of cooperative
exchange, based on the result of the status survey of member organizations.

Case Study for Local Network Environment Construction

Young Deok JOO (Director, Cooperative Support Center of Hwarang Credit Union, Republic of Korea)

Ansan Cooperative Council is a local council composed of Hwa-lang Union Credit, Ansan Medical Welfare Social Cooperative,
Ansan iCOOP. South-Gyeonggi Dure Cooperative, Ansan Heemang Nanum Cooperative, Ansan Citizen's Solar Power Cooperative,
Good Village Cooperative, Piwoom Cooperative, Babsimsopoongga Cooperative, and Ansan Wooldul Cooperative and it has 28,386
members in total.

Followings are the purposes of the Council:

A Solidarity and cooperation to create the cooperative city of Ansan

A Cooperatives growing together based on mutual usage enhancement

A Enlargement of cooperative movement, establishment of socio-economic foundation

Social Economy Phenomenon in Europe and the Role of Worker Cooperative Movement

Hyungsik EUM (Data Analyst, CICOPA, Republic of Korea)

Since its emergence of late 1970s, the concept of ‘Social economy” has developed and diffused from France to all over Europe, and
even today, becomes a global concept beyond Europe. Social economy is not a reality in itself, but a phenomenon in process in
which various concepts and practices are being continually constructed in certain contexts of individual countries and international
community.

In the presentation, we try to respond to three questions: how can we understand social economy phenomenon? How has the
social economy phenomenon developed in Europe? Which role has worker cooperative movement played in the phenomenon?
Given that worker cooperative model is not well known yet in South Korea, we will shortly present worker cooperative movement
as well.

Housing Regeneration: Build by Oneself and Repair Together

Supawut BOONMAHATHANAKORN (Architect and Coordinator of Community Architects Network, ACHR, Thailand)
Chawanad LUANSANG (Architect and Coordinator of Community Architects Network, ACHR, Thailand)

The Asian Coalition for Community Action Program (ACCA) is a three-year program of the Asian Coalition for Housing Rights
(ACHR), which is supporting a process of citywide upgrading in Asian cities. Community people are the primary doers in planning
and implementing projects in which they tackle problems of land, infrastructure and housing at scale in their cities, in partnership
with their local governments and other stakeholders. The ACCA Program has now completed its third year, with activities in 165
cities in 19 countries. This wide reach in such a short period of time has been a kind of region-wide experiment, and the experiment
has proved already that urban poor communities and their development partners in all these cities are ready to address citywide
problems and citywide development together. The program has demonstrated a new kind of development intervention, for the more
open, demacratic world we now live in, in which the poor have the freedom to decide things and manage their own development.
To do so, the process of citywide mapping, housing design, and planning can be a vital tool in gaining an understanding of housing
problems within a city to prioritize and propose the process of upgrading when there are limited funds available together with
community building’s spirit.

This presentation examines the role of architect and planner in citywide upgrading, providing case studies to demonstrate
how it is implemented and how communities can benefit from the process. With the right kind of input from architects or other
professionals, playing a dual role as community development workers, the process of upgrading to secure housing and community's
sense will extend beyond the physical improvements and housing construction.

Ju Won LEE (CEO, Toadhousing Inc. Social Enterprise, Republic of Korea)

Changes in urban regeneration paradigm

e Starting from the maintenance of deteriorated housing in 1960s, Seoul city has continued its urban development and
maintenance business until today.

e |ts outcomes were new housing supply and the easing of housing shortage within the city, securing infrastructure, and
providing convenience for the residents, while its side effects were standardized landscape caused by unorganized sprawling
development, extinction of Seoul’s traditionality and historical spots, alienation of the social weak, and the collapse of
residential community.

e (ur city is now at the turning point and is demanded to go beyond quantitative growth and to change its policy into the urban
regeneration policy based on community.

e Seoul city has raised objections to the new town restoration policy which has caused controversies for a long period and devised
a new policy plan for the newtown maintenance project in January 20th, 2013.

e The focus of the urban regeneration project is changing from physical environment maintenance and the owner to socio-cultural
maintenance and the residents and community.

Policies and Roles of Legacoop for Co-operation among Co-operatives
Franca GUGLIELMETTI (President of Cadiai, member of the presidency office of Legacoop Bologna, Italy)

Legacoop, throughout the national territory, has two main criteria of organization: one based on the geographical distribution and one
based on the productive sectors. With regard to the territory, over time, LegaCoop has established one headquarter in every Region;
in Emilia- Romagna, a region with high-intensity of cooperative businesses, there is also one Legacoop site for each capital city.
The organization of the productive sectors is more recent and stems from the need to specialize both the services and the initiatives
aiming at of promating or protecting Legacoop affiliates. This organization has laid the foundation for a fruitful collaboration between
cooperatives and Legacoop has always encouraged this trend; key to this approach is the aim to strengthen cooperatives and make
them stronger players in the market, while remaining bound to its founding principles and history. In some areas several consortia
were established, such as the Consorzio Cooperative Building, while in other cases it was the association of a specific industrial
sector (such as the National Association of Consumer Cooperatives) to set policies or common management platforms, shared by the
different associate. Critical to the implementation of this philosophy is also the daily work of Legacoop, which creates relationships
allowing the individual cooperatives to meet and find opportunities for collaboration. The main objective of this work is to create
a positive constant balance between competition and collaboration, working mostly for specific projects. It is not uunfrequent that
Legacoop affiliates, operating in the same sector and in the same territory, find themselves as direct competitors for the acquisition
of a contract: this is part of the rules of the market. However, in certain circumstances, it may be more profitable for the businesses
concerned to be joined in a common effort: “Unity is strength”, and the co-operatives know this very well.

Towards Collaboration among Co-operatives for Vitalization of Social Economy
Miyea OH (Chairperson of iCOOP Consumer Activities, Republic of Korea)

The 2008 financial crisis starting from the U.S. drove major U.S. companies such as General Motors and Citi Bank into bailout,
triggering the Southern European fiscal crisis in 2011 and serving as a drag on new emerging economies in 2012. An economic
recession causes unemployment and poverty, making the poor get poorer and leading to other social problems. How the financial
crisis shocks society, however, depends on its economic environment. For example, the more a country opens to neo-liberalism, the
greater shock the country is likely to get from the financial crisis. Meanwhile, a survey conducted in Canada shows that cooperatives
enterprises were more likely to survive the crisis than capital enterprises. Both sides more or less worked it out for the first one to
three years, but the gap in survival rates more than doubled five or ten years later. The survival rate of cooperatives enterprises is
higher for two reasons. First, their business purpose is different from that of capital enterprises. Capital enterprises whose primary
goal is making profits drop a project if the project does not get shareholders a satisfactory result. In contrast, cooperatives put more
value on the project itself because they carry out the project in order to solve a common issue based on individual needs. The other
reason is a business environment of society. The environment or ecosystem of cooperatives and social economy makes a difference.
The importance of cooperatives and social economy has come under the spotlight in Korea. In this sense, “how an ecosystem of
cooperatives and social economy looks like” is critical. The ecosystem is composed of three dimensions: an individual engaging in
economic activities, a cooperative organization surviving for a long time based on its competitiveness, and the entire society where
many cooperatives and socio-economic organizations thrive. In order to achieve these three dimensions, we need to revise current
laws and policies, thereby ensuring cooperatives and socio-economic organizations are not discriminated against; cooperatives and
socio-economic organizations in different sectors should network and cooperate together; and a mature sense of citizenship based
on mutual trust and cooperation is required. iCOOP Korea has partnered with universities from 10 years ago, and is attempting to
network with medical cooperatives and self-sufficiency centers, as part of efforts to create such ecosystem. Through this forum, we
expect to share various ideas about how we can accomplish a better ecosystem.
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The Power of Fair Trade: Helping the People and the Planet
Ramona RAMOS (Regional Director, World Fair Trade Organization Asia, Inc., Philippines)

Fair Trade is more than just trading: it proves that greater justice in world trade is possible. It highlights the need for change in
the rules and practice of conventional trade and shows how a successful business can also put people first (WFTQ.com/About
Fair Trade). Fair Trade is a realistic way to help people to help themselves grow out of poverty (Cullen 2013). Fair Trade is a system
designed to help people while creating sustainable development for families and their communities (fairtradehelps.org/about). The
power of Fair Trade can create ripples of change: changes in the life of women, changes in the life of the future generation and
changes in consumer choices. Mrs. Bilkiss was employed by Prokritee, a Fair Trade organization in Bangladesh in 1998 as a worker
for its Handmade Paper Making Project starting with a monthly salary of Taka500. After her extensive years of exposure in paper
making and designing of paper products, Mrs. Bilkiss skills improved. Her monthly salary was increased to Taka1,800. She was
entrusted as the Chair of the Prokitee’s producers’ management committee. Her husband was jobless when she started to work in
Prokitree. At present, he is also employed by Prokritee. Mrs. Bilkiss twao children dream to become doctor and teacher when they
grow up. Her Fair Trade story is an inspiration to other disadvantaged women of Bangladesh. Let the power of Fair Trade continue
to create ripples of change for the people and the planet.

The Changes Brought by Business in Underdeveloped Country

SooJung HAN (Producer Partnership Team Leader, Beautiful Coffee, Republic of Korea)

A society which has poor infrastructure due to its natural conditions and where small farms cannot be easily commercialized
and people have obstacles such as systems and social status. Can it have a business entity? In order for an organization to do
business, it needs to secure reliable resources from inside and outside of the organization and based on the resources, it should
have management/administration capability to manage its production process. It also requires people and leadership in order to
maintain the business.

It is possible to create and manage an organization that makes profit in a underdeveloped country only when it struggles and
overcomes society-wide contradiction and absurdity. It is more so in case of cooperatives invested and made by individual farmers
without securing social status, vested rights and capital strength. Let us figure out the possibilities and share the challenges that
the coffee cooperatives in Nepal have in order to find out how cooperatives in farming villages in underdeveloped countries can be
created in this session.

The New Trend of Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) in Japan
: Cooperation Model of Firms and NGOs or NPOs

Takeshi AKIBA (Associate Professor, Ritsumeikan University, Japan)

This repart aims to introduce a new trend of social contribution activities of enterprises in Japan and explore possibilities of linking
for-profit and non-profit sectors.

In the 2000s, an increasing number of companies started “associating with NPOs and NGOs" as part of social contribution
activities. Most of the association comes under the form of financial support in return for services provided by NPOs or NGOs.
Recently, however, support for capacity building of NPOs and NGOs is drawing more attention than financial support. The prime
example is the “NPO Support Fund” established by Panasonic.

NPOs and NGOs, created in substantial numbers in the 1980s, went through the “generational shift” in personnel with the advent
of a new millennium. Prior to this change, these organizations, led by charismatic leaders, revealed flaws in their capacities and
management, and faced operational crisis and organizational slowdown owing to the decrease in donations and members.
Those in charge of corporate social responsibility (CSR) in Panasonic responded to the circumstances. Panasonic, a Japanese
company, is known to @ actively engage in CSR activities, and @ have a corporate philosophy that values human resources,
saying “an enterprise is all about people.” In connection with an NPO serving as a mediating agency, Panasonic launched the “NPO
Support Fund” program, providing support for capacity building of NPOs and NGOs in a way other than financial support (there is
a Japanese saying that goes “we should not give a man fish, but teach him how to catch fish.”). The program is revised according
to the situation of NPOs and NGOs. There are (D beginning — lectures or workshops for NPOs and NGOs, @ intermediate and
advanced — management support with the secondment of a consultant for three years, etc. (organizational diagnosis, mid-term
planning, initiation of a new project, etc.), and pro bono support programs. An NPO serving as a mediating agency matches right
expert (NGO staff, researcher, etc.) to an organization as a consultant to be seconded.

The reporter was dispatched to two environment NGOs as a consultant and involved in their capacity building. Based on the
experience, the reporter believes that the following effect will contribute to the development of NGOs and civic society: (D NGOs,
which are busy on conducting daily operations, can reestablish its mission and vision that keep up with the times through this
program, and @ they can obtain management skills that are helpful for the operation of NGOs but hard to learn in the short term
through this long-term program.

The Case of Cooperation hetween Profit and Non-profit Sector based on Local Communities:
Focusing on the Cooperation led by Social Enterprises based on Local Communitied

Sung-Kee KIM (Professor, SungKongHoe University, Republic of Korea)

Shared growth and balanced development are major concerns when it comes to sustainability. As a strategy for the agenda,
cooperation between sectors or fields has come into the spotlight. Amang others, cooperation between for-profit and non-profit
sectors is a key issue. From a substantive point of view, there are various models of cooperation which for-profit and non-profit
sectors may adopt, depending on purposes and goals of each sector. Up until recently, such cooperation came in the forms of
corporate social responsibility or fund-raising activities by non-profit organizations. Then ‘social enterprise” has emerged as a new
player on the scene. Social enterprise is an innovative company that deals with social issues and hybrid organization that considers
both social responsibility and economic profitability at the same time. In Korea, cooperation between social and commercial
enterprises has risen as a new agenda of inter-sectoral cooperation.

So far, such cooperation has been usually led by commercial companies in Korea. However, we may change our way of thinking
s0 as to have social enterprise take the lead in cooperation with commercial enterprise. The new model will enable the non-profit
sector to overcome non-innovativeness which has been shown by existing charities, and on the other hand, stimulate the passive
cooperation culture of the commercial sector which used to give a low priority to CSR.

My speech will address the way of cooperation led by community-based social enterprise. Community is highlighted because
the need for resolution of sacial issues and common organizations exists primarily in local communities, and the universal model
for the development of social enterprise is based on community. Therefore, it is worth paying attention to the community-based
association or cooperation led by social enterprise. With regard to this, | will share cases of Korea, and suggest the ideas for
putting it into action.
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m Social Economy Promoting Coexistence of Animal and Human Being

What Can Be a Role of Social Economy for Making a City in Which Man and Animals Live Together?
Gyeongseop JUNG (CEQ, Mapo animal hospital cooperative (Wo-ri-dong-saeng), Republic of Korea)

1) Significance

There is a great deficiency in the ways for local residents to voluntarily participate in the existing animal protection movements. It
is important to create a community for the residents in each region to gather under the theme of animal protection and allow them
to carry out meaningful activities. The synergy effect and the meaning of combining animal protectionism with social economy will
be described below.

2) Purpose and Progress of ‘Woori Animal Hospital Cooperative’

‘Woori Animal Hospital Cooperative’ started with a small get-together of 10 residents from January this year: As we had biweekly
gatherings, other residents with interests started to gather and began promoting the cooperative after having a meeting in March.
We decided to collect 50,000won for investment when we recruit 100 preparatory committee members, whom we brought
together within only two weeks of online promotion. We had an inaugural assembly in May 25th and new members are currently
joining every week.

We plan to establish a full-scale hospital when 500 members in total join the cooperative. Now we have about 300 members and
the hospital will be established within the first half of the next year after reaching 500 members by this year.

‘Woori Animal Hospital Cooperative’ not only aims to gather people who like animals and to communicate with companion animals
but also strives to create a community where animals and people can co-exist. Our purpose is to find and take the measures for
people and animals to coexist in a community. We believe that we can build a community of local residents along with those who
adore animals by the medium of the hospital.

Humans and Animals Living Together: The Case of Tokyo

Kumiko KUDO (CEQ, Nekodasuke, Japan)

Recently, the nature and the relationship of communities and their residents are changing slowly. Smaller household size and
relocation of residents affected by community redevelopment weaken ties among neighbars. Moreover, aging population brings
community activities to a standstill.

Community cat activity was initiated to let cat lovers willing to take care of wild cats and cat haters who think that cats just cause
trouble solve the problems generated by wild cats together. The activity was designed to make a village where the members of
community care for abandoned cats together and restore ties among themselves.

Increasing communications among residents followed by resolution of problems in the community is a key achievement of the
community cat activity. The activity removes conflicts between those who feed cats and thase who are adversely affected by cats,
prevents the elderly living alone from being isolated, revitalizes community activities and deters crime.

All community cat activities including feeding cats, performing trap-neuter-return (TNR), and installing and cleaning cat toilets
are community-based. You have to exchange greetings and work together with your neighbors every day. More communications
strengthen ties among residents. In the community where such friendly relationship is formed, residents are more likely to engage
in community activities voluntarily.

Even those who had a weak relationship with the community would have a stronger attachment once they start community cat
activities, becoming a precious member of the community.

“Saciety where people and cats coexist” is a better place to live where cat lovers and haters do not conflict, but respect each other.
Without peace in people, “coexistence of people and cat” is unimaginable.

This forum will provide us an opportunity to share the activities by Nekodasuke leading the movement “to make such village
through community cats” and its success stories in Shinjuku, Tokyo.
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The Structure and Role of French Labour Cooperative Association

Michel ROHART (Director, AGF SCOP Entreprises (Regional Union SCOP Rhone Alpes), France)

The structuration of the labor cooperative movement, “Les Scop” significantly evolved since the creation of its first federative
structure in 1884, “La Chambre consultative des associations ouvrieres de production”

First part of the presentation will recount these evolutions from 1884 to 1945, a time when the labor cooperatives self-built their
own entrepreneurial rules.

Second part of the presentation will tell the changes following the construction of current status legal framework starting in 1947,
as the cooperative movement gradually decentralized its organization and representation.

Third part will focus on the current political and operational organization of the labor cooperative movement in France, and
especially at the regional scale of Rhone-Alpes (10% of French economy, 15% of French labor cooperatives), given the original
choices enabling the local labor cooperatives to double their number and headcounts in the past 10 years.
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
